Higher education in Great Britain

The structure of higher education in Great Britain is very complex. There are four main
types of higher educational institutions: universities, colleges of advanced technology, technical
colleges and teacher-training colleges.

A university consists of a large number of faculties: medicine, arts, philosophy, law,
music, natural sciences, economics, engineering, agriculture, commerce, education and theology.
The course of study at the university generally lasts 3-4 years (medicine and veterinary take 5
years).

Of all British universities Oxford is the oldest because its history goes back to the 12th
century. Cambridge University was founded in the 13th century. These two universities are
considered the best in Great Britain as the standards of teaching are very high there. Both
universities are the most "aristocratic" ones in Britain. In general, higher education in Great
Britain is paid.

The system of education at these universities is rather unusual: the teaching is based on
lectures and the so-called tutorial system. It means that each student has a teacher or a tutor who
recommends the student to attend some lectures if they are interesting for his/her work. Each
week some students come to see their tutor and he discusses with them the work which they have
done and their problems (if any).

Colleges of advanced technology are in status equal to universities and in fact they are
technological universities. They provide their students with higher technical education.

Technical colleges train specialists in one of the fields of national economy, for example,
food technology, heating, ventilation, refrigeration engineering, etc.

Teacher-training colleges provide the country with highly educated teachers for schools,
colleges, and universities.

Russian railways

Railways play an important part in the economic development of our country. Russian
railways are the key transportation mode of the country, carrying more than 80 per cent of the
total freight traffic and more than 40 per cent of the passenger traffic.

Operating length of the Russian railways is 86, 000 km., of which more than 36, 300 km
is double or multi track; 62, 200 km is CTC (Centralized Traffic Control) — and signaling
equipped. The length of electrified routes is 40, 300 km. The Russian railways presently employ
more than 1.3 million workers. Russia ranks second in the world (after the USA) in railway track
length; third (after the USA and China) in the volume of freight traffic; third in passenger traffic
(after China and Japan).

The recent years saw the increase in the operational (service) speed of the freight trains,
the average weight of the freight train, average daily productivity of the locomotives and freight
cars, as well as decrease in the freight car turn-round time.

The average speed of passenger trains is 48, 8 km/h. Car fleet of freight trains consists of
464, 4 thousand units and of passenger trains — 26, 8 thousand units. Locomotive fleet is about
22 thousand units.

STUDENT APATHY

“Many students in schools and universities show a lack of interest and motivation in
their studies. Discuss the reasons why they are academically uninterested.”

In every school, while there are hardworking students, there are also lazy students who
are not interested in anything about school. They just come to school, sit at the back of the class,
talk and disturb the others. There may be some reasons for such behavior such as family, peer
influence and financial problems.

The most common factor which influences the academic performance of students is
family. If the parents are interested in how their child is doing at school, the student will be more
interested in his lessons too. Educated parents generally show more interest in the academic
performance of their children; however, this should be a practice common to all families not only
to the educated ones. When the parents are not interested in the success or failure of their
children, the child will not care about school or lessons, and will perform poorly.

In schools, the best-known students are the ones who do everything except for studying.
They seem the coolest students at school and everybody admires their reputation. When the
parents fail to show any interest in their children, they are likely to become one of those students
who look cool but display no academic achievement. Because in these ages teenagers do not
understand the importance of useful things, they do trivial things which seem really important
among their peer group. Their only aim is to be well known at school and have a group. Studying
lessons, then, is not one of the ways to become popular at school.

The most important factor for the lack of interest on part of a student is the financial
situation of his family. There are some students, for example, who think even if they pass the
university exam, their families will not be able to find the money needed for their education.
Apart from this, some students have to work after school; as a result, they cannot concentrate on
their studies. When the difficulty of the lessons is added to this list, school becomes a nightmare
for these students.

It is possible to rescue these underachieving and academically uninterested students from
this fate. The parents and the students themselves may be warned, or the government can give
financial aid to these students. Maybe it is very difficult to completely solve this problem of
student apathy and lack of motivation, but we can at least ameliorate it.

In Turkey, getting accepted to the university you want requires a difficult and serious
preparation period, as you have to take a 3-hour difficult exam in which you are competing with
about one million eight hundred thousand people. Although such a huge number of people are
taking the exam, only three hundred thousand of them can be admitted to a university. It means
that preparing for this exam, which is called the OSS, involves a number of important steps that
you must be careful about.

The first step of the OSS preparation marathon is choosing your division in high school.
There are four divisions called “science studies”,” social studies”,” Turkish and math” and
“languages”. Making a decision of your division is very important because your choice of
division in high school determines which fields of study are open to you in college. For example,
the “science studies” division gives you the chance of choosing many engineering departments
and medicine, whereas the “Turkish and math” division has the options like economics and
administrative sciences, international trade etc. Also, your decision determines which lessons
you will take in your second and third year of high school. For instance, you won’t take any
geography lessons in school if you are a science studies student. If you want, you can change
your department in the last year of high school but then you will have to pass the exams of the
other lessons, which you didn’t take in your ex-division. So it is absolutely vital that you make
the right decision. You’d better talk with a counselor in the second term of your first year. And
you should follow the system changes very carefully. You ought to listen to the ideas of your
family and counselor but you must make your own decision in the end.

The second step is enrolling in an OSS course. | advise you not to think very much about
which course you will enroll in because in general they actually are the same. So you can choose
one according to your location and income. Another decision to make is in which year of high
school you should start to go to a course. I went to “Fen Bilimleri Merkezi” in both second and
the last year of high school. It was boring to go to a course for two years but on the other hand it
was good for me to plan my study program. In fact, it is a good idea to decide it according to
your personal circumstances.

The third step is studying for both OSS and school. In OSS there aren’t any questions
from the second and the last year of high school. But you shouldn’t give up studying for school
lessons because your high school grade in Turkey also has a big effect on your OSS scores. You
shouldn’t give up studying for school completely. Just listen to your teachers carefully. They will
be giving you the clues for the exams. Also, I can add, “studying at home” stage to the studying
step. You continue to study at home. These days are very important because you have more time
to study and the exam day is coming. So, you should always study according to your program.

The next step is finally taking the exam. Although | went out on the day before the exam,
I couldn’t sleep all night. I was excited. So, I advise you to overcome your excitement if you can.
A good sleep is going to be an advantage to you. You should have breakfast and check the
documents necessary for the exam. Also you’d better see your exam building a few days before
so as not to get lost and panic on the exam day. During the exam, you must try to be as calm as
possible. You can take a deep breath and start answering the questions. After the exam, you
should at least be able to say that you have done your best.

The last step is making your choice. You get an exam score and you’ll make choices.
You must be realistic according to your score but also you shouldn’t lose sight of your aims. You
ought to consider all the conditions while you are making your choices. You should answer
questions like “Can I stay in a dormitory?” or “Can I be happy if I choose this department?” [
believe this is one of the hardest steps so you should talk with your family and counselors before
you make a decision. After making your choice, you start to wait for the news from OSYM.
During this waiting period, it’s a good idea to go on a holiday if you can. Finally, you get the
results.

In conclusion, after following all these steps, luckily all my efforts had a happy end. |
reached one of the most important goals in my life. And I believe that by following these steps in
the OSS marathon you can make one of your dreams come true too!

After that I go back to our room and
get dressed. | brush my hair and put on a light make-up. Then we have breakfast. Natasha makes
breakfast every Monday, Wednesday and Friday. | have to serve breakfast on Tuesdays,
Thursdays and Saturdays. | love to listen to the latest news on the radio while |1 am eating and
Natasha prefers light music.

We leave the house at ten minutes past eight and walk to the nearest bus-stop. We live
rather far from the Academy and it usually takes us about a quarter of an hour to get there by



bus. Sometimes when the weather is fine and we have enough time we walk to the Academy. It
is very healthy to walk much.

The classes begin at 8:30 in the morning and they end at 2:00 p.m. We have lectures in
different subjects. As a rule we have three or four classes a day. Sometimes it is very hard to wait
till they end.

Usually I don't miss my classes because | want to pass my exams successfully. But
sometimes | do, especially when the weather is fine and the classes are boring.

At 11:50 we have lunch. That's my favourite time. That is the time to share the latest
news and to gossip. My friends and | prefer not to go to the canteen and we often have lunch in a
small cafe not too far from the Academy. At 12:30 we have to be back to our classes. During the
working day we also have several short breaks that last for ten minutes.

Occasionally I have to stay at the Academy till 5 or even 6 o'clock in the evening because
I go to the library to get ready for my practical classes or to write a report. As a rule | have no
free time on week-days. So by the end of the week | get very tired.

We come home at about 7 o'clock in the evening. We eat supper together and share the
latest news.

After supper we wash dishes, drink coffee or tea and watch TV. | prefer old comedies and
Natasha likes serials or films about travelling. Sometimes Natasha and | go for a walk in the park
or visit our friends.

At about eleven at night | go to bed. I like to read something before going to bed and
Natasha likes to listen to some music. Sometimes | fall asleep while 1 am reading and Natasha
gets up and switches off the light and says — Good night!

A. There is no doubt that Michail Lomonosov was an outstanding person of many talents
and remarkable abilities. He was born in 1711, not far from Arkhangelsk, Russia. The boy was
very curious and had a passion for learning. However, the village where he lived could not
provide any education opportunities. When very young, Lomonosov left his village for Moscow.
He became an outstanding mathematician, scientist, and writer. In 1755, he founded the
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university which is now considered to be the top university in Russia and has the name of
Lomonosov Moscow State University.

B. Every year, Moscow State University accepts applicants from different countries of
the world. There are numerous exchange programmes as well. The university also offers a wide
range of post-graduate programmes and courses for international specialists in science, culture,
and business studies. A lot of foreign students see studying in Moscow State University as a
great chance to learn and master the Russian language, and to explore Russian culture.

C. Moscow State University provides good opportunities for studying and has a strong
focus on research work. It boasts modern and well-equipped laboratories. There are more than
500 research teams in which the students and the academic staff of the university work together
on the most challenging scientific and technological projects. At the Department of Space
Sciences, for example, they deal with black holes and people’s behaviour in zero gravity.

D. In the 18th century, the university had only three departments: philosophy, medicine,
and law. Now there are more than 40! Whether you are interested in sciences or humanities,
Moscow State University has a lot to offer to you! All the faculties maintain a high level of
education. According to the students’ opinion, one of the toughest faculties is the Faculty of
Mechanics and Mathematics.

E. The number of students of the university is really impressive — it is about 40000!
Naturally, their time at university does not mean only learning. On the campus they have sports
facilities, swimming pools, a museum, and a theatre. The university houses musical and cultural
events, and certainly the students have their own traditional holidays — Students’ Day, for
example. It is celebrated on January 25, which is the date when the university was established.

F. When the university was founded, in 1755, it occupied the very impressive building of
the Grand Medicine Store on Red Square. In 1787, the Empress of Russia Catherine the Great
decided to move it to a new building on the other side of Mokhovaya Street. Later, the university
went through several more relocations. Since 1953, most faculties have been on Sparrow Hills
(Vorobyovy Gory), in the south-western part of Moscow.

G. Moscow State University has all the reasons to top the list of the best universities in
the Russian Federation. The people who graduate from it are specialists in high demand. A good
number of Nobel laureates started their academic career there — like the physicists Igor Tamm,
Nikolay Semyonov, Pyotr Kapitsa, Alexey Abrikosov and others. The Nobel Peace Prize
awardees Andrei Sakharov (the human rights activist) and Michael Gorbachev (the first
President of the USSR) were students of Moscow State University too.

TRANSPORTATION

Automation has been applied in various ways in the transportation industries.
Applications include airline reservation systems, automatic pilots in aircraft and
locomotives, and urban mass-transit systems. The airlines use computerized reservation
systems to continuously monitor the status of all flights. With these systems, ticket agents
at widely dispersed locations can obtain information about the availability of seats on any
flight in a matter of seconds. The reservation systems compare requests for space with the
status of each flight, grant space when available, and automatically update the reservation
status files. Passengers can even receive their seat assignments well in advance of flight
departures.

Nearly all commercial aircraft are equipped with instruments called automatic
pilots. Under normal flying conditions, these systems guide an airplane over a
predetermined route by detecting changes in the aircraft’s orientation and heading from
gyroscopes and similar instruments and by providing appropriate control signals to the
plane’s steering mechanism. Automatic navigation systems and instrument landing
systems operate by using radio signals from ground beacons that provide the aircraft with
course directions for guidance. When an airplane is within the traffic pattern for ground
control, its human pilot normally assumes control.

Examples of automated rail transportation include American urban mass-transit
systems such as BART (Bay Area Rapid Transit) in San Francisco; MARTA
(Metropolitan Atlanta Rapid Transit Authority) in Atlanta, Georgia; and the Metrorail in
Washington, D.C. The BART system serves as a useful example; it consists of more than
75 miles (120 kilometres) of track, with about 100 trains operating at peak hours between
roughly 30 stations. The trains sometimes attain speeds of 80 miles per hour with
intervals between trains of as little as 90 seconds. In each train there is one operator
whose role is that of an observer and communicator and who can override the automatic
system in case of emergency. The automatic system protects the trains by assuring a safe
distance between them and by controlling their speed. Another function of the system is
to control train routings and make adjustments in the operation of each train to keep the
entire system operating on schedule.

As a train enters the station, it automatically transmits its identification,
destination, and length, thus lighting up a display board for passenger information and
transmitting information to the control centres. Signals are automatically returned to the
train to regulate its time in the station and its running time to the next station. At the
beginning of the day, an ideal schedule is determined; as the day progresses, the
performance of each train is compared with the schedule, and adjustments are made to




each train’s operation as required. The entire system is controlled by two identical
computers, so that if one malfunctions, the other assumes complete control. In the event
of a complete failure of the computer control system, the system reverts to manual
control.

Planes, trains, or automobiles: what's the most climate-friendly way to travel? A new study
by researchers from IIASA and CICERO brings better estimates of how much personal travel
impacts the climate.

The study, published in the journal Environmental Science and Technology by researchers
at IIASA and Center for International Climate and Environmental Research (CICERO)
calculates the climate impact for passenger trips of 500-1000 km -- typical distances for business
or holiday trips. It shows that while air travel continues to have the biggest climate impact per
distance travelled, the choices that people make about how they drive or take public transport
make a big difference in how much they contribute to climate change.

"Traveling alone in a large car can be as bad for the climate as flying, but driving with
three in a small car could have an equally low impact as a train ride,"” says IIASA's Jens Borken-
Kleefeld. A 1000 km trip alone in a big car could emit as much as 250 kg of carbon dioxide
(COy), the researchers calculate, while a train trip or carpooling in a small car could emit as little
as 50 kg of CO- for each traveler.

Air travel has by far the biggest impact on climate per distance traveled, because it can lead
to contrails and formation of cirrus clouds that have a strong climate impact, as well as ozone.
These mechanisms have a strong effect on the climate, but cause warming over much shorter
periods of time than CO..

The study focused on the short-lived greenhouse gases and aerosols emitted by both ground
transportation and airplanes. In addition, the researchers accounted for vehicle occupancy and
efficiency, based on real-world emissions data from cars, buses, trains, and airplanes in Europe.

"These components have not been regulated in the Kyoto Protocol,” says Terje Berntsen,
climate researcher at CICERO. "This means they risk being overlooked when comparing the
climate impact from different travel choices."

Previous work and publicly available carbon footprint calculators estimate only averages
for the whole transport system, at best. That means that they can miss big differences in climate
impact that come from other pollutants, personal choices, and local mitigation measures.

Technologies to control air pollutant emissions from cars, buses, power plants, and trains
effectively minimizes their climate impact, the study also shows -- benefiting not just air quality
but also climate change mitigation efforts. The researchers say that mitigation efforts should
concentrate on improving fuel efficiency and developing low-carbon fuels. While this is also
important for aircraft, they say, more needs to be done to avoid the contrail and cirrus clouds.

For people wanting to minimize their climate impact, Borken-Kleefeld says, "Try to avoid
flying, driving alone, and driving big cars. Instead, when you can, choose the train, bus, or
carpool with 2 to 3 people.”
