Today's grandparents are joining their grandchildren on social media, but the different
generations' online habits couldn't be more different. In the UK the over-55s are joining Facebook in
increasing numbers, meaning that they will soon be the site's second biggest user group, with 3.5
million users aged 55-64 and 2.9 million over-65s.

Sheila, aged 59, says, 'l joined to see what my grandchildren are doing, as my daughter posts
videos and photos of them. It's a much better way to see what they're doing than waiting for letters
and photos in the post. That's how we did it when | was a child, but I think I'm lucky I get to see so
much more of their lives than my grandparents did.'

Ironically, Sheila's grandchildren are less likely to use Facebook themselves. Children under
17 in the UK are leaving the site —only 2.2 million users are under 17 — but they're not going far from
their smartphones. Chloe, aged 15, even sleeps with her phone. 'It's my alarm clock so I have to," she
says. 'l look at it before I go to sleep and as soon as | wake up.'

Unlike her grandmother's generation, Chloe's age group is spending so much time on their
phones at home that they are missing out on spending time with their friends in real life. Sheila, on
the other hand, has made contact with old friends from school she hasn't heard from in forty years.
'We use Facebook to arrange to meet all over the country,” she says. 'It's changed my social life
completely.'

Teenagers might have their parents to thank for their smartphone and social media addiction
as their parents were the early adopters of the smartphone. Peter, 38 and father of two teenagers,
reports that he used to be on his phone or laptop constantly. 'l was always connected and 1 felt like 1
was always working,' he says. 'How could I tell my kids to get off their phones if | was always in
front of a screen myself?" So, in the evenings and at weekends, he takes his SIM card out of his
smartphone and puts it into an old-style mobile phone that can only make calls and send text
messages. 'I'm not completely cut off from the world in case of emergencies, but the important thing
is I'm setting a better example to my kids and spending more quality time with them.’

Is it only a matter of time until the generation above and below Peter catches up with the new
trend for a less digital life?

Brands are now asking powerful influencers to market their
products. With some influencers charging up to $25,000 for one social media post, it is no surprise
that more and more people are keen to become influencers too. If you are one of them, then here are
five tips on how to do it.

1. Choose your niche What is the area that you know most about? What do you feel most
excited talking about? Find the specific area that you’re most interested in and develop it.

2. Choose your medium and write an interesting bio Most influencers these days are bloggers
and micro-bloggers. Decide which medium — such as your own online blog, Instagram or Snapchat —
is the best way to connect with your followers and chat about your niche area. When you have done
that, write an attentiongrabbing bio that describes you and your speciality area in an interesting and
unique way. Make sure that people who read your bio will want to follow you.

3. Post regularly and consistently Many influencers post daily on their social media accounts.
The more you post, the more likely people will follow you. Also, ensure that your posts are consistent
and possibly follow a theme.

4. Tell an interesting story Whether it is a photo or a comment that you are posting, use it to
tell a story that will catch the attention of your followers and help them connect with you.

5. Make sure people can easily find your content Publicise your posts on a variety of social
media, use hashtags and catchy titles and make sure that they can be easily found. There is no point
writing the most exciting blogposts or posting the most attractive photographs if no one is going to
see them.

Most importantly, if you want to become a social media influencer, you need to have patience.
Keep posting and your following will gradually increase. Good luck!

Musk
wanted to reduce the expense of spaceflight by developing a fully reusable rocket that could lift off
and return to the pad it launched from. Beginning in 2012, SpaceX’s Grasshopper rocket made several
short flights to test such technology. Musk was a chief designer in building the Falcon rockets,
Dragon, and Grasshopper.

3. Musk had long been interested in the possibilities of electric cars, and in 2004 he became
one of the major funders of Tesla Motors, an electric car company. In 2006 Tesla introduced its first
car, the Roadster, which could travel 245 miles (394 km) on a single charge. Unlike most previous
electric vehicles, it was a sports car that could go from 0 to 60 miles (97 km) per hour in less than
four seconds. Two years later Tesla introduced the Model S sedan. The company won further praise
for its Model X luxury SUV, which went on the market in 2015. The Model 3, a less-expensive
vehicle, went into production in 2017.

Transport in the United States

The development of transport facilities was very important in the growth of the United States.
The first travel routes were natural waterways. No surfaced roads existed until the 1790s, when the
first highways were built. Besides the overland roads, many canals were constructed between the late
18th century and 1850 to link navigable rivers and lakes in the eastern United States and in the Great
Lakes region.

Steam railways began to appear in the East in the 1820s. The first transcontinental railway
was constructed between 1862 and 1869 by the Union Pacific and Central Pacific companies, both of
which received large subsidies from the federal government. Transcontinental railways were the chief
means of transport used by European settlers who populated the West in the latter part of the 19th
century. The railways continued to expand until 1917, when their length reached a peak of about
407,000 km. Since then motor transport became a serious competitor to the railway both for
passengers and freight.

Air transport began to compete with other modes of transport after World War 1. Passenger
service began to gain importance in 1920s, but not until the beginning of commercial jet craft after
World War 1l did air transport become a leading mode of travel.

During the early 1990s railways annually handled about 37.5 per cent of the total freight
traffic; trucks carried 26 per cent of the freight, and oil pipelines conveyed 20 per cent.

Private cars carry about 81 per cent of passengers. Airlines are the second leading mover of
people, carry- ing more than 17 per cent of passengers. Buses are re- sponsible for 1.1 per cent, and
railways carry 0.6 per cent of passengers.

Roads and Railways

The transport network spreads into all sections of the country, but the web of railways and
highways is much more dense in the eastern half of the United States.

In the early 1990s the United States had about 6.24 million km of streets, roads, and highways.
The National Interstate Highway System, 68,449 km in length in the early 1990s, connected the
nation's principal cities and carried about one-fifth of all the road and street traffic.

More than 188 million motor vehicles were registered in the early 1990s. More than three-
quarters were cars- one for every two persons in the country. About one-fifth of the vehicles were
lorries. Amtrak (the National Railroad Passenger Corporation), a federally subsidized concern,
operates almost all the inter-city passenger trains in the United States. It carried more than 22 million
passengers annually in the early 1990s.

Software

A computer to complete a job requires more than just the actual equipment or hardware we
see and touch. It requires Software — programs for directing the operation of a computer or electronic
data.

Software is the final computer system component. These computer programs instruct the
hardware how to conduct processing. The computer is merely a general- purpose machine which
requires specific software to perform a given task. Computers can input, calculate, compare, and
output data as information. Software determines the order in which these operations are performed.

Programs usually fall in one of two categories: system software and applications software.

System software controls standard internal computer activities. An operating system, for
example, is a collection of system programs that aid in the operation of a computer regardless of the
application software being used. When a computer is first turned on, one of the system programmes
is booted or loaded into the computers memory. This software contains information about memory
capacity, the model of the processor, the disk drives to be used, and more. Once the system software
is loaded, the applications software can be brought in.

System programmes are designed for the specific pieces of hardware. These programmes are
called drivers and coordinate peripheral hardware and computer activities. User needs to install a
specific driver in order to activate a peripheral device. For example, if you intend to buy a printer or
a scanner you need to worry in advance about the driver programme which, though, commonly goes
along with your device. By installing the driver you *teach your mainboard to understand» the newly
attached part. However, in modern computer systems the drivers are usually installed in the operating
system.

Applications software satisfies your specific need. The developers of application software rely
mostly on marketing research strategies trying to do their best to attract more users (buyers) to their
software. As the productivity of the hardware has increased greatly in recent years, the programmers
nowadays tend to include as much as possible in one programme to make software interface look
more attractive to the user. These class of programmes is the most numerous and perspective from
the marketing point of view.

Data communication within and between computers systems is handled by system software.
Communications software transfers data from one computer system to another. These programmes
usually provide users with data security and error checking along with physically transferring data
between the two computer's memories. During the past five years the developing electronic network
communication has stimulated more and more companies to produce various communication
software, such as Web-Browsers for Internet.

Every time you go online you leave a trail. This is just like a real footprint. It reveals where
you’ve been, how long you stayed and what you’ve been doing there. Every time you register for an
online service, send an email, download a video or upload a photo, the information can be accessed
and your digital footprint can be revealed. This shouldn’t necessarily be worrying but it is advisable
to be aware of your digital footprint and to be cautious and sensible when you are online.

Six top tips for taking care of your digital footprint

1. Don’t forget to log off when you leave a website, especially if you are using a shared
computer. If you don’t, someone can easily pretend to be you!

2. Don’t tell anyone your passwords and don’t write them down in an obvious place.
Make them more complex by using a combination of letters, numbers and punctuation marks.

3. Tell an adult if you come across anything online that makes you upset, anxious or
concerned. There are ways to report inappropriate or abusive content and in most cases web managers
respond rapidly.

4. Remember your favourite websites by using the history button and the bookmark
function on your computer or mobile device. This is a way that your digital footprint can work in
your favour, but remember to clear your browser history regularly.

5. If you want to post comments online, you don’t have to use your own name. Invent a
nickname to use instead. You can also use a picture instead of a real photo.
6. Protect your identity online. Be careful about who you share personal information with

and always think twice before sharing details like your email, home address, school or phone number
with someone.

Think about the future

All kinds of people are interested in your digital footprint. It's now quite common for colleges,
universities and employers to check out the online profiles of possible candidates as part of their
application process. There are cases of people having missed out on jobs and places in college because
their digital footprint didn’t impress the recruiters. So, remember: keep safe, don’t put too much
personal information online and always think carefully before you post something. Ask yourself,
‘Would I be happy for absolutely everyone to see this?’

M.V. Lomonosov

M.V. Lomonosov is the first Russian scientist of world-wide importance. He was born in the
village in Arkhangelsk region. Already in his childhood he was interested in a wide variety of
subjects. When he was a young boy he went on foot to Moscow to get his education. He entered
Moscow Academy and became one of its best pupils. He was sent to St Petersburg and then to Ger-
many to continue his further education. In 1741 he returned to St Petersburg Academy of Sciences.

M.V. Lomonosov was the first who delivered public lectures on physics in the Russian
language. He also established the first chemical laboratory at the Imperial Academy in 1748. And on
his initiative Moscow University was founded in 1755. At present Moscow University is named after
M.V. Lomonosov.

It is impossible to name a phenomenon which M.V. Lomonosov did not try to explain. He
described the Earth structure, explained the origin of many minerals, foretold the importance of
Siberia. He systematized knowledge in philosophy, natural science, history, language, and
engineering. His scientific activities influenced greatly the development of Russia.

Moscow State University

The university was established on January 25, 1755 by a decree of Russian Empress Elizabeth.
January 25 is still celebrated as the Students' Day in Russia. Originally it was allocated in the Principal
Medicine Store on the Red Square, and then the university was transferred by Catherine the Great to
the pre- sent neoclassical building on the other side of the Mokhovaya Street. In 1940 the university
was renamed in honour of its founder Mikhail Lomonosov.

At present the main faculties are situated on VVorobjevy Gory. The build- ing was designed by
architect Lev Vladimirovich Rudnev. The main building of Moscow State University was by far the
largest. It was also the tallest building in Europe at that time. The central tower (240m and 36-stories
high) was flanked by four huge wings of student and faculty accommodations. It contains a total of
33 kilometers of corridors and 5,000 rooms. The star on the top is large enough to provide a small
room and a viewing platform; it weighs 12 tons.

There are a lot of faculties now, such as Faculty of Mechanics and Mathematics, Faculty of
Physics, Faculty of Chemistry, Faculty of Psychology, Faculty of Foreign Languages, etc.

Internet

Millions of people around the world use the Internet to search for and retrieve information on
all sorts of topics in a wide variety of areas including the arts, business, government, humanities,
news, politics and recreation. People communicate through electronic mail (e-mail), discussion
groups, chat channels and other means of informational exchange. They share information and make
commercial and business transactions. All this activity is possible because tens of thousands of
networks are connected to the Internet and exchange information in the same basic ways.

The World Wide Web (WWW) is a part of the Internet. But it's not a collection of networks.
Rather, it is information that is connected or linked together like a web. You access this information
through one interface or tool called a Web browser. The number of resources and services that are
part of the World Wide Web is growing extremely fast. In 1996 there were more than 20 million users
of the WWW, and more than half the information that is transferred across the Internet is accessed
through the WWW. By using a computer terminal (hardware) connected to a network that is a part of
the Internet, and by using a programme (software) to browse or retrieve information that is a part of
the World Wide Web, the people connected to the Internet and World Wide Web through the local
providers have access to a variety of information. Each browser provides a graphi- cal interface. You
move from place to place, from site to site on the Web by using a mouse to click on a portion of text,
icon or region of a map. These items are called hyperlinks or links. Each link you select represents a
document, an image, a video clip or an audio file somewhere on the Internet. The user doesn't need
to know where it is, the browser follows the link.

All sorts of things are available on the WWW. One can use Internet for recreational purposes.
Many TV and radio stations broadcast live on the WWW. Essentially, if something can be put into
digital format and stored in a computer, then it's available on the WWW. Y ou can even visit museums,
gardens and cities throughout the world, learn foreign languages and meet new friends. And, of
course, you can play computer games through WWW, competing with partners from other countries
and continents.

Just a little bit of exploring the World Wide Web will show you what a lot of use and fun it
is.
