The beginning of railway construction in Russia may be traced as far back as the second half
of the 18" century. Road building is known to be closely connected with the development of mining
industry. The first tramway in Russia was built in 1788 to link the mines and the steel works. A
lengthy horse-driven railway was constructed using cast-iron rails by R.K.Frolov, a Russian
engineer, in 1806-1809, its length being 1,867 m. Railway construction for public use was begun in
1835 when Russian railway engineers began surveying the country in order to build a railway to
connect St. Petersburg and Tsarskoye Selo. In 1836 workmen started laying the rails and on
November 13, 1837 the first train passed over the 27 km line. The average height of the
embankment was 3 metres; the gauge was 6 ft, which is one foot broader than the European one.
Rails, cars and locomotives were ordered from abroad.

The Tsarskoselskaya railway was soon followed by the St. Petersburg — Moscow railway,
which was under construction from 1843 to 1851. The work was directed by two prominent
engineers, P.P. Melnikov and H.O. Kraft. Throughout 650 km of its length, 185 bridges and 19
viaducts were built in order to make the line as straight as possible. It was on this line that flat-
bottom rails were first used in Russia and the standard gauge was introduced.

Irkutsk is one of the oldest cities of Siberia. It is situated almost in the centre of Asia not far
from Lake Baikal. The city stands on the banks of the Angara river at the mouth of the Irkut River.
The Angara is wide, deep and swift. Its waters are cold even in summer. One can drink its water
without boiling it. There are many poetic legends about Lake Baikal, the Angara and the Yenissei.
In the legends, the beautiful Angara is called the only daughter of old man Baikal who ran away
from her father to her bridegroom Yenissei.

Irkutsk was named after the river of Irkut, the Angara’s first great tributary. Several hundred
years ago, in 1661, Russian Cossacks headed by Yakov Pokhabov built on the Angara bank
opposite the mouth of the Irkut River a wooden fortress that was called the Irkutsk Fort or ostrog.
Geographically it was situated in the centre of the Great Trading Way which crossed the continent
of Asia from the Pacific Ocean to the Urals. Thanks to its favourable position Irkutsk quickly
developed from a small settlement into a big trading, administrative, industrial, agricultural and
military centre. In 1686, a quarter of a century after the building of the fort, it received the status of
a town and its own coat of arms: a Siberian tiger babr (symbol of the power of this land) holding in
its teeth a sable (symbol of its wealth). The prosperity of the town came from furs, semiprecious
stones, wood and trade with Mongolia and China.

Nowadays Irkutsk is the administrative, economic and cultural centre of the Irkutsk Region
which is almost as large as England and France combined (768 sg. km). The population of Irkutsk is
more than 600,000 people.

Irkutsk is a student town. There are many colleges, technical and vocational schools, higher
educational institutions such as State University, Technical University, Railway Transport
University, Baikal University of Economics and Law, Agricultural Academy, Medical University
and many others.

Baikal, the deepest lake on the planet, attracts a lot of tourists from all over the world. Irkutsk
offers to the visitors a number of monuments, memorials, museums and other places of interest.

Everybody knows railroads to have several different kinds of trains. They have passenger
trains and freight trains and some railroads have “mixed trains”, which are trains made up of both



freight cars and passenger cars. Many years ago nearly all railroads had mixed trains but today
mixed trains are found on only the least important branch lines. Besides the trains to carry
passengers and freight, the railroads have special trains to assist them in their work of repairing and
maintaining their right of way. Much of the work done by railroads must be done far from cities or
town, and to carry men and materials to these places the railroads must have “work” trains.

The work trains often have dormitory cars in which a large crew of laborers can be housed
and fed out on the job for days at a time. Every railroad must have its “wreck train”. This is a work
train which specializes in clearing the tracks of wrecked cars or locomotives and repairing any
damage to the roadbed caused by a wreck. The most important car of the wreck train is a huge crane
which can pick up derailed locomotives or cars and set them back on the track.

Some railroads, especially the ones which run through forested country or have many miles
of snowsheds along their routes have “fire trains”. The fire train carries powerful pumps as well as
tank cars of water to serve the same purpose for the railroad as the fire engine does in your home
town.

The story of the Channel Tunnel

On Friday 6 May 1994, Queen Elizabeth Il of Britain and President Mitterrand of France
traveled ceremonially under the sea that separates their two countries and opened the Channel
tunnel (often known as ‘the Chunnel’) between Calais and Folkston.

The Chunnel was the biggest building project in which Britain was involved in the 20th century.
The history of this project, however, was not a happy one. Several workers were killed during
construction, the price of construction turned out to be very high and the start of regular services
was repeatedly postponed. On top of all that, the public showed little enthusiasm. On the day that
tickets went on sale, only 138 were sold in Britain (and in France only 12!). On the next day, an
informal telephone poll found that only 5% of those calling said that they would use the Chunnel.

There were several reasons for this lack of enthusiasm. At first the Chunnel was open only to
those with private transport. For them, the small saving in travel time did not compensate for the
comparative discomfort of traveling on a train with no windows and no facilities other than toilets
on board, especially as the competing ferry companies had made their ships cleaner and more
luxurious. In addition, some people felt it was unnatural and frightening to travel under all that
water. There were also fears about terrorist attacks.

At the time of writing this, the public attitude is becoming more positive, although very slowly.
The direct train services between Paris and London and Brussels and London seem to offer a



significant reduction of travel time when compared to travel over the sea and this enterprise has
been more of a success.

The Wheel, Steam Carriages and Railways




One of mankind’s earliest and greatest inventions was the wheel. Without it there could be
no industry, little transportation or communication, only crude farming, no electric power.

Nobody knows when the wheel was invented. There is trace of the wheel during the Stone Age,
and it was not knowr to the American Indians until the White Man came. In the Old World it came into
use during the Bronze Age, when horses and oxen were used as work animals. At first all wheels were
solid discs.

The problem to be solved was to make the wheels lighter and at the same time keep them
strong. At first holes were made in the wheels, and they became somewhat lighter. Then wheels
with spokes were made. Finally, the wheel was covered with iron and with rubber.

Light two-wheeled carriages were used widely in the ancient world. As time passed they
were made lighter, stronger, and better. Later people joined together a pair of two-wheeled vehicle.
At first only kings and queens had the privilege of driving in them.

In the West the first steam carriage was invented in France. The three-wheeled machine had
the front wheel driven by a two-cylinder steam engine, and carried two people along the road at a
walking pace. It was not a great success, as the boiler did not produce enough steam for keeping the
carriage going for more than about 15 minutes.

The steam engine appeared in 1763. It was followed by several improved steam road
carriages. Their further development was prevented by railway companies. The rapid spread of
railways in the United Kingdom was due largely to George Stephenson, who was an enthusiast as
well as a brilliant engineer.

He demonstrated a locomotive that could run eighteen kilometers an hour and carry
passengers cheaper than horses carried them. Eleven years later Stephenson was operating a railway
between Stockton and Darlington. The steam locomotive was a success.

In Russia the tsar’s government showed little interest in railway transportation. After long
debates the government, which did not believe in its own engineers, finally decided to invite foreign
engineers to submit (mpexcrasuts) projects for building railways in Russia.

Yet at the very time when foreign engineers were submitting their plans, in the Urals a steam
locomotive was actually in use. It had been invented and built by the Cherepanovs, father and son,
both skilful mechanics and serfs (kpemoctrsie). The first Russian locomotive was, of course, a
“baby” compared with the locomotives of today. Under the boiler (kotemn) there were two cylinders
which turned the locomotive’s two driving wheels (there were four wheels in all). At the front there
was a smoke stack (tpy6a), while at the back there was a platform for the driver.

Circum-Bailkal Railway

The construction of the Circum-Baikal Railway encouraged the further investigation of the
lake. A large hydrogeographical expedition headed by F. Drizhenko (1896-1902) gave a detailed
atlas of the Baikal depths and its sailing directions that are used by the Baikal sailors up to this day.
The construction of the Circum-Baikal Railway as part of the Trans-Siberian Railway (the section
from Port Baikal on the south-western shore of the lake) to Mysovaya Station (on the south-eastern
shore) took 4 years. Ancient crystal rocks, granite, gneiss, diabases, possess enormous strength; the
steep rocky shores precipitously go under water, forcing railroad builders to make excavations and
niches in rocky cliffs, and to construct arches and tunnels. The railway is 84 km long. It includes
not only Russian engineering design of that time but also the hard work of Russian, Polish, Italian
and English workers. The Circum-Baikal Railway needed 200 bridges and 33 tunnels. Within the
56-mile section from Kultuk to Port Baikal alone there are 48 arches and tunnels. It is no
coincidence that this part is rightly regarded as the museum of Russian engineering thought, and
foreign tourists respectfully name it the “golden buckle” of the Great Siberian Railway. While the
Trans-Siberian section was under construction, the Russian government placed an order in
Newcastle, England, for a ferry/ice-breaker “Baikal” which could hold 24 cars and one locomotive
on its middle deck. It took the ice-breaker 4 hours to carry the train from one shore to the other. Up



to 1916 the icebreaker served on the railway as a reserve variant because trains used to come off the
rails frequently. The icebreaker was destroyed by burning during the Civil War. Three years later
after Baikal, an ice-breaker “Angara” was also built in England for carrying cargo and passengers.
Both of these Baikal giants were assembled in Listvyanka, on the southwestern shore of the lake,
where a shipyard was built especially for this purpose. The railway, its construction and
exploitation, had been proceeded by great scientific activities in investigating the geology,
hydrology, climate, and seismic activity of the Baikal on the whole, as well as the territory
throughout which the road was laid and exploited for years. Before putting into operation the
Circum-Baikal railway in 1905, the “Baikal” together with the ferry-icebreaker “Angara” crossed
the lake twice a day, connecting the coasts and transporting cargo on the Baikal.

Two Famous Stephensons



George Stephenson was a British inventor and engineer. He is famous for building the first
practical railway locomotive.

G. Stephenson was born in 1781 in England. During his youth he worked as a fireman and later
as an engineer in the coal mines of Newcastle. He invented one of the first miner's safety lamps
independently of the British inventor Humphrey Davy. Stephenson's early locomotives were used to
carry loads in coal mines, and in 1823 he established a factory at Newcastle for their manufacture.
In 1829 he designed a locomotive known as the Rocket, which could carry both loads and
passengers at a greater speed than any locomotive constructed at that time. The success of the
Rocket was the beginning of the construction of locomotives and the laying of railway lines.

Robert Stephenson, the son of George Stephenson, was a British civil engineer. He is mostly
well-known for the construction of several notable bridges.

He was born in 1803. He was educated in Newcastle and at the University of Edinburgh. In
1829 he assisted his father in constructing a locomotive known as the Rocket, and four years later
he was appointed construction engineer of the Birmingham and London Railway, completed in
1838.

Stephenson built several famous bridges, including the Victoria Bridge in England, the
Britannia Bridge in Wales, two bridges across the Nile in Egypt and the Victoria Bridge in Montreal
in Canada.

A Brief History of Aviation
Mankind has always been intrigued with flight. While the first untethered human flight happened in
the late 1700s, dreaming and planning for man-carrying flying machines can be traced as far back
as 428 BC. Here’s a quick look at achievements in the past that have contributed to the
advancements in the aviation technologies of today.
Archaic Origins
Among the first aircraft made by man were kites. Kites were invented in China sometime in the 5th
century, Kites that were capable of lifting a person were also utilized in China and Japan for
military and punishment purposes. China is also attributed with inventing hot air balloons.
The time period known as the Renaissance saw an explosion of new ideas in architecture, art,
music, politics, and science. Artist and inventor of this time period, Leonardo da Vinci, created the
early drafts for a plausible aircraft. The parachute and the aerial screw were among his inventions.
Even though his ideas were not sound scientifically, they were realistic.
Lighter than Air Aviation
This type of aviation refers to balloons and airships. Brothers Joseph-Michel and Jacques-Etienne
Montgolfier exhibited their unmanned hot air balloon on June 4, 1783, which flew over Annonay,
France. Later that year, Anne-Jean and Nicolas-Louis Robert, as well as Jacques Charles, flew their
hydrogen-filled balloon unmanned over Champ de Mars, Paris. On October 19, the Montgolfier
brothers launched a tethered hot air balloon piloted by Giroud de Villette, Jean-Baptiste Réveillon
and Jean-Frangois Pilatre de Rozier. Followed by the first untethered flight with Pilatre de Rozier
and Francois d’Arlandes onboard in November. It used hot air from a wood fire for lift and flew just
over 5 miles in 25 minutes. Despite having enough fuel to fly further, the firewood’s embers began
to burn the fabric.



The airships dirigibles or zeppelins were the first to travel long distances while carrying passengers.
On May 6, 1937, the infamous Zeppelin Hindenburg crashed to the ground after bursting into
flames, killing 22 crewmen, 13 passengers, and a ground worker. The accident would bring the end
of the airship era.

Heavier than Air Aviation
There is more than a little controversy surrounding the various claims for the title of developing the
first heavier-than-air aircraft. One of the first powered flights was on October 9, 1890, French
inventor Clément Ader made. This flight traveled at a height of only 20 centimeters but covered a
total distance of 50 meters, which was very impressive at the time. The most universally accepted
and official date that jumpstarted modern aviation is December 17, 1903. The Wright brothers
completed four flights in their Flyer, the longest lasting 59 seconds and traveling 852 feet.
Combining both power and control, these flights set a new standard for aviation.
The very first passenger air travel started in Florida on January 14, 1914, taking passengers between
St. Petersburg and Tampa. It only lasted for four months but paved the way for modern-day air
travel. Civil aviation saw incredible growth during the mid 1900s bringing forth revolutionary
aircraft designs such as the Douglas DC-3 making air travel more accessible and comfortable for
the general public.

The Era of Digital Aviation
As computer and A.l. technology continues to advance the aviation industry has really taken off.
Computer-aided design and manufacturing led to the creation of better aircraft designs and flying
experience. There are many ongoing developments in aviation, all aimed at making air travel safer,
faster and more comfortable for everyone.
